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• 3 billion people still cook on traditional or open fire stoves fueled 
by biomass, and 2m die annually from smoke exposure 
 

• Women cook and are disproportionately affected  
• Personal security at risk when out searching for “fuel” 
• Health risks such as pneumonia, heart and lung disease, burns 

 

• Opportunity costs are high 
• Time could be better spent on income generation and focus on nutrition 
• Children could be in school  

 

• Environment is impacted and climate change exacerbated

Year One Accomplishments 

• Built strong partnerships Raised more than $78 million in partner 
commitments for the sector and brought on more than 175 partners.  

• Raised international awareness about the impact of traditional cooking 
practices through targeted press events and high-level speaking 
engagements.  

• Convening the sector – established 11 working groups composed of 350 
international experts from a cross section of the cookstoves sector to 
assess and address knowledge gaps and barriers.  

• Critical investments in setting interim standards and assessment of 
regional cookstove markets 

• Co-funded WHO/CDC study in Kenya to assess differential exposures of 
various stoves to inform design of children’s health study.  

• Supported the development of indoor air quality guidelines with WHO.  

• Ensured inclusion of household air pollution as a risk factor for NCDs in 
Political Declaration for UN General Assembly.

• Completion and launch of sector-wide Strategic Plan and Roadmap

The Case for Mexico 

• > 3 million households (14%) cook with solid fuels  

• 4300 deaths from household air pollution /year 

– While number of deaths comparatively smaller (thanks 
to Mexico’s health care system), substantial illness occurs 
as a result of exposure 

• Cookstoves are a major contributor to ambient air 
pollution, particularly in rural areas 

• Cookstoves impact climate 

– Conservative estimate:  clean cookstoves can save  

 1 metric ton CO2e /stove/ year

• Development of a mature global cookstoves sector that can supply clean 
and efficient cooking solutions – stoves and/or fuels – to the developing 
world at scale and at low cost.
